Since we wrote you last, we completed 
our final week of camp ministry at Raccoon River Bible Camp in Scranton, IA.  That was a blessing to us.  I’m 
sure you’ve gathered from our letter last month that camp ministry is something we both enjoy.  It lets us both 
participate in ministry in a different way.  We are given opportunities to disciple and reach the lost like we don’t 
necessarily receive while visiting churches.  Overall, the week went really well, but we were sure ready for a 
rest when we got back home!

Pray specifically that 
the Lord would supply housing for us while we are out there.  We will not take our trailer home with us because 
of gas prices, so we are asking the Lord to supply people to open their homes to us while we are out there.  We 
will need housing in New York State especially.   
 
This month is difficult for us in one way.  August 28th will mark Collin’s birthday, one year since he was born 
and one year since he went home to be with the Lord.  Please pray for us as we remember our son and pray 
about what the Lord has for our future.  We don’t mention him a lot anymore, but he is still on our hearts, and 
we are thankful to those of you who still pray for us in that regard.
